NEW BANKING GROUP ESTABLISHED

In late 2008 a new banking group was established in
Samara Region including OAO CB Solidarnost and OOO
Potentialbank.

Potentialbank, one of the leading bankers of Togliatti,
was hit heavily by the liquidity squeeze, and on November
6, 2008 its Board of Directors decided to start rehabilitation
procedure controlled by Solidarnost. On November 13, 2008
Solidarnost started the rehabilitation, all branches and offices
of Potentialbank could continue their operations, all ATMs
commenced encashment and acquiring, so the bank could
avoid panic among its depositors.

On the same day a new CEO of Potentialbank, Igor
Ivanov, was appointed. Formerly Mr. Ivanov headed the
Togliatti Branch of Solidarnost. On November 14, 2008
Potentialbank resumed its lending transactions.

The meeting of Potentialbank Board of Directors held on
February 27, 2009 sounded out some intermediary results of
rehabilitation. Particularly, the bank’s loan debt worth 3,4
bn. roubles as of December 1, 2008 exceeded 3,8 bn on
February 1, 2009. Retail deposits grew from 2,11 bn roubles
as of December 1, 2008 up to 2,15 bn on February 1, 2009.

Dear shareholders, customers, business partners, and colleagues,

The year 2008 was full of events in business and social spheres for Solidarnost Bank. Last year was the time when a new
banking group was established, the time to strengthen Solidarnost, the time of growing trust of customers to our business, and
the time of landmark business solutions.

Stock market collapsed due to the global financial crisis, and open market borrowings became more expensive. The
market itself is volatile, and there is no sound debt market infrastructure. Business entities regularly borrowing funds in the
market are generally taking major risks, such as liquidity risk and interest risk. Both last year and today emergency measures
are being taken to stabilize the global financial system, but anyway, this cannot be done at once.

Solidarnost is in a specific situation. All challenges we faced since late 2007 were a sort of preparation for the global
financial crisis. Today the bank has no long positions in corporate shares and bonds, we are well-balanced in liquidity,
and we do not depend on inter-bank lending. We were traditionally demonstrating robust conservatism in corporate and
retail lending, and in 2008 we were paying special attention to these issues. The bank’s today’s position is strong with good
reserves.

We were always active in corporate banking, and currently corporate customers continue addressing us for payment
processing and deposit services. We started rapidly developing retail banking, mostly borrowings in this market. In the spring
of 2008 Solidarnost approved the programme of branch network development up to 2010. This programme included opening
new offices and reconstruction of existing ones in Samara and Samara Region, efficient use of branch networks of all banking
group members.

Obviously, the main event of 2008 was forming the banking group including OAO CB Solidarnost and OOO Potentialbank.
The merger was due to both the situation in the local financial market and efforts of Deposit Insurance Agency, the Main
Branch of the Bank of Russia for Samara Region, and our banks to preserve the local credit institution and to give a fresh
impetus to its operations, to combine the two banking businesses of Samara Region for their further development. This merger
produced a promising, dynamically developing and strong banking structure for the financial market, which is capable of
rendering the full range of services and ready to meet new major challenges.

Net balance sheet total made up 13,1 bn roubles. After-
tax profit was 109 m roubles; owner’s equity amounted to
2976 m roubles: 3% more than on 01.01.2008 due to profit
capitalization. Borrowings totaled 10,3 bn roubles.

Share of retail loans in the portfolio remains relatively
stable up to 15-17%. In 2008 Solidarnost was actively offer-
ing housing and consumer loans, developing new products
and improving the existing ones.

The bank was always paying major attention to the qual-
ity of borrowers thoroughly checking the collateral. Real es-
tate, vehicles, securities, and guaranties of legal entities were
traditionally treated as the most preferable types of collater-
al.

The major share of our retail loan portfolio belongs to
consumer loans — 65%; 20% fall on mortgages.

BROKERAGE

According to the MICE stock market leaders’ rating,
Solidarnost was in top 50 throughout 2008 serving 2233
customers (19th place among the MICE brokers by the end of
December, 2008): up 6.6% from the result of 2007. The most
rapid was our growth at the RTS forward market: 35.2% up
from 2007.

Customer trade turnover made up 137 749,7 m rou-
bles in 2008, that is slightly down from the 2007 result
(142 484,7 m) due to the global financial crisis.

BANK’S OWN PORTFOLIO

In 2008 our Stock and Forward Brokerage Division had
to materially decrease the portfolio of shares and corporate
bonds due to negative trends in domestic and international
stock markets that resulted in the growth of government
securities’ share in our portfolio up to over 50% of the total
assets’ value. This decision enabled to avoid major losses
connected with asset revaluation. At the same time we did
not stop transacting in the short-term market to correct the
portfolio yield. Corporate bond portfolio revenue made up
44 m roubles, and the yield was 15%.

Last year showed the necessity to raise efficiency of all
business procedures, to apply more advanced information
technologies in banking business, to improve quality of
business management solutions, and to reduce operational
risks and costs.

Server in its cluster version, installed the Hewlett Packard

In 2008 the bank updated the existing data exchange
channels between the branches and offices. This resulted in
carrying capacity increase, improvement of unsanctioned
access-proof system, and strengthening of the channels’
technological stability.

RISK MANAGEMENT

Present-day banking market situation shows that high
quality risk management and low-risk policy can secure
competitive advantage to any bank. This approach together
with high financial discipline enabled Solidarnost to minimize
the consequences of crisis, and to efficiently plan its operations
under new conditions. The bank developed a new Bank Risk
Management Policy stating the basic principles, and setting
targets, and establishing methods obligatory for observance
by all bank officers. The main risks are credit risk, liquidity
risk, market risk, operational risk, legal risk, and reputation
risk.

Credit risk management strategy and procedures are
determined in annually approved Bank Credit Policy.

Liquidity risk management policy is developed by the
Committee for Assets and Liabilities, the functions of which
include considering and approval of the balance sheet
structure and its main proportions, liquidity risk management,
observance of capital adequacy requirements, approval of
bank’s investments in different financial instruments.

Market risk management is carried out by establishing
and controlling the limits. Limits and securities positions are
to be approved by the Committee for Assets and Liabilities
basing on the analysis by the Market Risk Management
Division. Limits are being controlled on the daily basis.

Interest risk management is regulated by the Interest Policy
of OAO CB Solidarnost, which determines the list of financial
instruments and loan products for the bank to work with,
and also establishes the basic principles and requirements to
forming interest rates in allocating and borrowing in roubles
and foreign currencies for institutional and retail customers.

Currency risk management is based on the Currency Risk
Management Regulation.

Operational risk management is carried outin compliance
with the Operational Risk Management Policy of OAO CB
Solidarnost and Rules of Preparing and registering the Data
on Operational Losses.

To minimize losses the bank is regularly reserving data
and information systems, planning prompt restoration of
information systems, and improving technologies of internal
document flow.

Solidarnost has established the procedure of developing
and approving new products (including lending products)
to be carried out by the Committee for Tariffs and Banking
Services.

Major attention is being paid to legal protection of banking
procedures. Our Legal Division has developed the Legal
Risk Management Policy, which includes basic principles
and targets, and also the Rules of Legal Risk Assessment to
regulate the procedures of drawing up the internal documents
and signing contracts.

Our Strategic Risk Management Policy is aimed at
maintaining the accepted risk on the level determined by the
Strategy of OAO CB Solidarnost for 2007-2010.

INTERNAL ACCOUNTING

ISSUED SECURITIES

In 2008 Solidarnost issued 8 030 bills with par value of
39 261 224 thou roubles, certificates of deposit worth 602
000 thou roubles, and savings certificates worth 96 733 thou
roubles.

Interest and discount payments on these securities
amounted to 18 471 thou roubles in 2008. Payments on
bonds issued in 2006-2007 made up 159 516 thou roubles.

THIRD-PARTY BILLS

The bank discounted third-party bills worth 1 968 992
thou roubles in 2008: 0.4% up from the result of 2007; dis-
counted banks’ bills share grew from 36,9% in 2007 up to
59,3%.

INSTITUTIONAL CUSTOMER DEPOSITS

Total amount of such deposits was 3 048 600 thou rou-
bles: 1,6 times more than in 2007. Interest paid on deposit
contracts amounted to 90 886 thou roubles.

DEPOSITARY TRANSACTIONS

Transaction volume of transactions with issuance securi-
ties reduced by 32,70%, and for non-equity securities - by
56,53% in 2008.

Commission income derived from such transactions de-
creased by 1,19% compared to 2007; however the income
from mortgage custody grew 43,37% vs. 2007. Besides, the
amount of dividends credited to the settlement and current
accounts of depositors grew 40,68% in 2008.

INTERNAL ACCOUNTING OF HARD

CURRENCY-BASED TRANSACTIONS

The procedure of exchange-based transactions via the
National Clearing Centre was developed and implemented
to raise the bank’s competitiveness. Full automation of such
transactions was finalized in 2008. Operating accounting sys-
tem able to control currency risks and timely react to market
changes was finalized and implemented in 2008.
